Camp Rules

RULES of CAMP DON BOSCO:

STEP #1:
Verbal warning & apologize in front of all, notification to director

STEP #2:
Conference with director & teacher, punishment to be decided 

STEP #3:
Expulsion from camp


Immediate expulsion from camp (we will adhere with the Zero Tolerance Rule):

· skipping of classes

· weapons brought to camp

· threatening physical abuse

· fighting

· use of alcohol/drugs/smoking 

· going beyond camp boundaries

WHAT TO BRING:

· sleeping bag and pillow

· warm clothes, including comfortable shoes (appropriate for physical activities) and rain gear

· extra pair of shoes or socks

· personal items, including soap and towel

· flashlight

· Japanese language dictionary, pen, pencil, paper or small notebook

· lunch and drink for Friday lunch

WHAT NOT TO BRING:

· tape/CD player, radios, MP3 player, books in English, etc.

· valuables

· cellular phones and pagers

· everything your school normally prohibits
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
